HOME OF BEN-HUR

TUESDAY, JUNE 17

During the first day of camp, students will learn the basics of architecture, including terms and
techniques. Next, they will get a behind the scenes tour of the Study building, focusing on the foundation,
structure, tower, and brickwork. While on this tour, students will do a scavenger hunt for architecturally
relevant aspects of the building. After lunch, students will discuss blueprints, learning how to read and
create them.

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 18

The second day of camp will focus on bridges. Campers will learn how bridges are built to withstand
weight and nature. Students will then take a walking tour of historic downtown Crawfordsville to discuss
historic preservation of the city’s historic structures, including the Ben-Hur Building, the Courthouse, the
Elston Bank building, and Masonic Cornerstone. They will be given a full tour of the Masonic Cornerstone.
After the walking tour will be lunch. In the afternoon, campers will then be split into groups to design and
build a popsicle stick bridge using limited resources.
